Third Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 
With so much confusion and turmoil surrounding marriage and family life it is 
necessary for the Catholic Church to give clear teaching and guidance. This 
guidance about marriage and family life is so that individuals might find true  
happiness in this life, and that their souls might be saved, and they might be on 
the road to eternal life. 
 
Marriage and family life are, by their very nature, life giving. Human life is brought 
into being and the lessons we need to learn in order to enjoy Godôs love and life 
forever are experienced. If we fail in marriage and family life it is possible that we 
will fail to attain eternal life. This is therefore a vitally important area of life to get 
right. 
 
The Catholic Church is always based in the principles of natural law and divine 
revelation. Natural law is that law which is written into the very structure of Godôs 
creation. To violate natural law is to do something un natural, and what is un nat-
ural is sinful. Divine revelation consists of the truths which God has opened for 
human beings through Sacred Scripture and the teachings of Christôs Church. To 
violate those things taught by God specifically to bring about human happiness 
and eternal salvation is sinful. It is sinful not just because the Church say so, but 
because, even if we cannot see how, it brings about unhappiness, hurts the 
greater good, hurts another person or offends God. 
 
This is why, despite great opposition, the Catholic Church teaches that certain 
reproductive technologies are wrong. They are wrong because they violate the 
natural order. It is natural for a husband and wife to come together, and for  
children to be the result of their union. To interrupt that through artificial contra-
ception or sterilization is wrong. To interfere with the natural order through  
artificial insemination, surrogate motherhood or in vitro fertilization is wrong.  
 
Likewise, other medical technologies present difficult moral dilemmas. Ordinary 
people need advice on how to handle end of life issues as well as ñbeginning of 
lifeò issues. Heroic and unnatural means to extend life at all costs are not  
necessary, but on the other hand, no technologies may be used which  
intentionally end life. 
 
While the Catholic Church maintains a high standard in her formal teaching on 
these matters, she also understands that individual cases can be extremely  
complicated. Individuals must seek the counsel and advice of Catholic medical 
professionals, their pastor, and their own conscience in making the tough  
decisions that we all face. Many of us will fail to live up to the very high standards 
of our Catholic faith. When that happens, we turn to the confessional, knowing 
that the God who gives life also forgives our failures and restores us to the path 
that leads to eternal life.
